1. Object of the Contract

In accordance to this contract the Author transfers to the Publisher the sole selling right for
the use of the Literary Work ona free of charge basis on the conditions of the non-exclusive
simple license for the Publisher to use the Literary Work in the following ways:

right t o r eprint a nd r eproduction o f t he L iterary Work ( publishing, disclosure, du plication,
replication, other types of copying of the Literary Works without limitation as to the amount
of copies, including copies on electronic media, in electronic networks and databases);

. right to distribution of the Literary Work by any means;
. right to translation and remake of the Literary Work;
. right to public display and demonstration of the Literary W ork for information, advertisement

and other goals;

. right to notification and bringing to the attention of the general public;
. right t o import and e xport the original Literary Work or copies ofthe Literary Work for

publication and distribution pur poses;

right to conclude a sub-license contract, that is, a contract allowing the third parties to use the
Literary W ork (as mentionedin p. 1.2 o fthe Contract) without prior permission from the
Author and without payment of any award to the Author.

For the purpose of this Contract the Literary Work is understood as scientific research of the
Author, a s e xpressed a s a s cientific a rticle, r eview, c ommentary, in terpretation, r eport,
overview and o ther s cientific work within th e r elevant to pics of the jo urnal, a s e ntitled

For t he purpose o f't his C ontract t he J ournal i s understood as any e lectronic j ournal by t he
Publisher, for which the Literary Work is approved by the Publisher (the Board of Editors of
the Journal) for the publication.

The Rights, as e stablishedin p. 1.1 o fthe Contract are transferredtothe P ublisher for t he
entire term o fapplication of exclusive right in accordance with the current legislation of the
Russian Federation.

The use of the Literary Work is allowed in the territory of the Russian Federation and outside
its territory.

Rights and obligations of the Author:

The Author is obligated to provide the Literary Work to the Publisher in accordance with the
rules f or t he pr ovision o f works, 1 ncluding r equirements of the format for the e lectronic
journals, w hich a re pr ovideda t the electronic journals website o f the P ublisher www.e-
notabene.ru

The Author guarantees the following:

That the Literary Work is original;

That no ¢ opyright o r any o ther rights o f t he t hird parties were br eached b y c reation o ft he
Literary Work;

That the Literary Work is not anobject ofpledge,andis nottransferredto a third partyin
accordance to the contract for alienation of an exclusive right or a license agreement, and it is
not burdened by rights and claims of third parties.

The Authorisobligedto mention andto require mention bya t hird party o fthe title and
output i nformation o ft he i ssue o ft he Journal, i n whichthe L iterary Work was p ublished,
when transferring the right of use of the Literary Work to a third party via the contract for the
alienation of an exclusive right or the license contract.

Priortopublicationt he Author has a rightto refusetopublish Literary W orkin alJ ournal
(rightt o r ecall t he L iterary W ork) o nt he ¢ ondition o fc ompensationo fanyl osses a nd
damages to the Publisher arising from such a decision.

In order to perform his obligations under the Contact the Author provides the Publisher with
the right to process his personal data with no limitation as to term:

Name, patronymic, last name;

Date of birth;

Information on education;

Information on place of work and official position;

Contact information for the correspondence;

Information of the published works of literature, science and art.

Rights and obligations of the Publisher:

The P ublisher accepts for e xamination t he L iterary W orks, which meet the criteria for the
format o f articles for the electronic journals, as provided for at the P ublisher’s e lectronic
journals website www.e-notabene.ru

If these criteria are not met, the Publisher (the Board of Editors of the Journal) has a right to return
the Literary Work to the Author without examination.

The P ublisher is obliged to have an o bligatory internal anonymous prepublicationreviewo f
the Literary Work within 30 calendar days from the date when the Literary Work is received.
If the prepublication review results in a decision to admit the Literary W ork for publication,
the P ublisher p ublishes the Literary Work in t he Journal. The specific time o f publication
depends on the or der of publication ofarticles by o ther a uthors, which were previously
admitted for publication. The Publisher (the Board of Editors of the Journal) has a right to
recommend the Literary Work for publication in another Journal of the Publisher.

If th e p republicationr eview r esults in a d ecisionn otto a dmitth e Literary W ork f or
publication, or to require r eworking, the P ublisher sends a reviewto an e mail address o fthe
Author. The P ublisher ( the B oard o f E ditors o fa J ournal) do es no t di scuss t he issues of
refusal to admit the Literary Work for publication in further correspondence with the Author.
At the stage o f preparation o f the Literary W ork for publication, the P ublisher has a right to
include comments and notes on the Literary Work, andto correct s pelling and punctuation
mistakes in a text of Literary Works without additional consent of the Author. These changes
should not change the meaning of the text or alter its content in any other way.

Publication of the Literary Work is performed by pl acement of the Literary Work in an issue
of the Journal at the website www.e-notabene.ru for constant interactive access to the Literary
Work.

In order to perform under the Contract the Publisher has aright to process the personal data of
the Author, as mentioned inp. 1.2.
The Publisher does not provide the Author with reports on the use of the Literary Work.

3. Price of Contract and Payment Procedure

The Author does notreceive any payment of award for providing the Publisher with the right
to use the Literary Work.

4. Guarantees and Responsibilities of the Parties

The Author guarantees that he possesses all of the necessary rights for the actions under this
Contract, and guarantees that no copyright or o ther rights o f the third parties were breached
when the Literary Work was created. The Author independently be ars responsibility towards
the third parties for the scientific contents of the Literary Work, as well as on all of the issues
regarding ownership of rights to the Literary Works and materials which were used in it.

The Publisher guarantees the right o fauthorship and the right of Author to the name, the right
of A uthor to the integrity o fthe L iterary W ork and its p rotection f rom d istortion; th e
Publisher takes measures to avoid violation of the copyright by third parties.

The Party who fails to perform or to provide due performance under the Contract is obligated
to compensate the losses and damages to the other Party, including the loss of profit.

The P arties are freed from r esponsibility for the complete or p artial non-performance o f
obligations under the Contract in case of force-majeure, which includes natural catastrophes,
coming into force of legislative and governmental acts, which directly or indirectly prohibit or
prevent performance of the obligations under this Contract by the Parties.

5. Applicable Law

The norms of material law o f the Russian Federation shall apply to this Contract and to the
legal relations arising from it or related to it.

6. Conclusion, Amendment and Termination of the Contract

The P arties have agreed that in accordance with Art. 160 of the Civil Code of the Russian
Federation they accept and recognize the text of this Contract and signatures of the Parties on
this Contract and other documents related to its conclusion, which are formed with the use of
mechanical, e lectronic and o ther types o f c opying o f true signature and text o f the Contract,
as havingt he same force with t he true signature o fthe P arty or an original document. Fax
(electronic) copies o ft he do cuments are valid andt hey have the s ame 1 egal force as the
original documents.

The Contract c omes i nto f orce f romt he m oment whent he decisiono n approval o ft he

Literary Work f or pu blicationi s r eached u pont he pr epublicationr eview, and its term o f
application lasts during the period mentioned in p. 1.4 of the Contract.

Any c hanges o r amendments t o t his C ontract c ome i nto force o nly whenthey are put ina

written form and signed by both Parties to the Contract.

The termination of this Contract is possible at any time subject to the mutual agreement of the

Parties with an o bligatory signing o f the a greement on te rmination o f the Contract by the

Parties.

The unilateral termination of the Contract by one party is possible only in the cases provided
for by the current legislation or upon the decision of a court. If one of the Parties decides to
terminate the Contract, this Party is obliged to notify the other Party of the termination of the
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Contract in writing no later than 30 calendar days prior to such termination.
8. Dispute Resolution

8.1. All disputes be tweent he P arties a rising f romt he ¢ onditions o f't his C ontract s hould be
resolved by negotiations, and if agreement is not reached in negotiation, the disputes shall be
resolved in court in accordance with the current legislation of the Russian Federation.
